FACE MASKS

« Everyone aged 12 years and over must wear a
face mask when they leave home

« Players, team officials, umpires, scorers,
volunteers, and parents/guardians/non-playing
persons must wear a face mask at the venue, this
includes on arrival and departure from the venue

» Children aged between three and 11 years do not
have to wear a face mask, but individual families
can make their own decisions regarding their
children

» Children aged two years and younger should never
wear a face mask

PLAYERS

» Do not need to wear a face mask during
competition or training
» Need to wear a face mask before and after playing

COACHES & TEAM OFFICIALS

o Wear a face mask during competition and training

UMPIRES
e Do not need to wear a face mask while officiating
* Need to wear a face mask before and after officiating

SCORERS

e Must always wear a face mask

ADMINISTRATORS & VOLUNTEERS

e Must always wear a face mask

PARENTS/GUARDIANS/NON-PLAYING PERSONS

e Must always wear a face mask

ATTENDANCE QR CODE

PHYSICAL DISTANCING
PARENTS/GUARDIANS/NON-PLAYING PERSONS

» Are required to maintain a 1.5 metre
physical distance and should maintain
gathering limits of less than ten people

PLAYERS
» Maintain 1.5 metre physical distancing
when not participating

» Register your attendance using the
allocated QR code

» Ensure team sheets are filled out correctly
and information is complete
